The North Central College Alumni Board and all athletic giving programs are led by the
director of alumni relations, a full-time staff member of the College, with direction from
the vice president for institutional advancement.

1. Graduates, students, and former students: All graduates, students and former
students of North Central College shall be considered members of the Alumni
Association of North Central College and, therefore, shall be eligible to become
members of the Alumni Board.

2. Honorary Members: The Alumni board shall designate those who shall be honorary
members.

3. Faculty and Staff: North Central College faculty and staff and their spouses shall be
considered associate members of the Alumni Association of North Central College.

The North Central College Alumni Association does not have any preferred lender or

vendor relationships.
